Unfortunately, even though our current enrolment
qualifies us for an additional class teacher, we have to wait until the start of 2024/25 to employ this extra
teacher. Consequently, there are some classes which are currently quite large but hopefully, we will
address this problem when more teachers are sanctioned for our school.

This comes as a result of a significant
rise in the number of unexplained absences from school over the past two years, in particular.
Needless to say, we never expect any child to come to school if they are feeling unwell or if they have a medical appointment
or any other urgent family reason for missing school.

A few weeks ago the Department of Education launched a new School Attendance Campaign due to the fact that official
records show that the number of unexplained absences from school has quadrupled over the last three years.

Our school will support this initiative as school attendance is vital in supporting children achievement, wellbeing, and wider
development and regular school attendance is a strong predictor of successful educational outcomes.
